
Dear Parent: A great second way to use cut ups 
 Each of our pocket scripture verses is incomplete.  Children will wonder what 
the whole verse says, especially after they have carried it all day.   At the end of the 
day or at the evening meal have the child look up the entire verse and read it out loud.  
Reading out loud should make them feel proud of themselves and help them get used 
to the feel of a Bible in their hands.  Sometimes we get in too much of a hurry and 
start memorizing before a child is ready.  Making scripture personal and daily is a 
foundation we cannot afford to skip.  This weeks cut ups focus on fear.  They go well 
with the bird feeder activity in week 14.  “Look at the birds of the air” Matt. 6:25.
